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Green Grant

Instructions and Information

Purpose:  

The Easton Learning Foundation (ELF) is making grants available to fund educational projects that promote the town wide commitment to protecting our environment and making Easton a more environmentally friendly place to live.  The purpose of the Green Grant is to encourage Easton citizens and school employees to become involved in solving environmental problems and develop innovative ideas for furthering environmental and energy sustainability.  ELF supports projects that foster and strengthen connections between the school population and the community at large. The grants are intended to encourage the sharing of knowledge among community members.

Eligibility:  

Easton residents of all ages as well as any staff member of the Easton Public Schools may apply for grant monies.

Criteria:  

ELF will use the following general criteria when reviewing applications:

· ELF supports curricula that empower and encourage students to become involved in solving environmental problems. 
· Project/program will foster connections between Easton school students and members of the community at large.

· Grants that benefit a larger target population or that can be shared by other teachers and students are encouraged.

· Project must not be considered in the realm of the regular Board of Education budget.

Funding Guidelines: 

· ELF will award grants not to exceed $1,000. 

· Grant requests may be partially or fully funded.

· The primary criterion for dispensing grants shall be high-quality educational content and the impact on students/residents.  Project should demonstrate sustainability, where applicable.

· ELF gives preference to projects that will benefit the largest number of individuals.

· ELF shall fund only those projects that do not supplant programs that are traditionally funded by the district, state of federal budgets.

· Grant funds may be used for but not limited to: educational materials and supplies, computer hardware and/or software, scientific or mathematical equipment, printing expenses, periodical or internet subscriptions, field trips, and other uses, provided they are part of innovative educational initiatives.  

· ELF does not typically fund transportation costs, compensation for substitute teachers, or salaries or stipends for additional staffing as a result of the project.

· Grant approval based on merit and funds available.

· If for any reason the grant recipient is unable to administer the approved project, the recipient will return all the allocated funds to the foundation.

Application Process:

· Complete the enclosed application.

· Have the school principal approve and sign the application if the project is to take place in a school setting.
